The PRC organized and hosted a collaborative panel discussion on the
"Devastation by Floods in Provinces: Relief and Rehabilitation activities & im-
minent challenges" on 9th December 2022, supported by UNFPA. This event
was conducted in collaboration with the Population Council (PC), Pakistan,
PRC, Institute of Business Administration (IBA), Karachi, PRC, University of
Peshawar (UOP) and PRC, Baluchistan University of Information Technology,
Engineering and Management Sciences (BUITEMS), supported by UNFPA.

The event consisted of two sessions. The first session focused on the relief and
rehabilitation activities in the aftermath of the 2022 Floods at the national level.
In which, Dr. G. M. Arif (President, Population Association of Pakistan -PAP)
presented on how mismanagement of the government has led to unauthorized
settlements in flood prone areas. He suggested that resilience policy is im-
portant to reduce existing risks and improve respond to new risks in Pakistan by
empoweting local governments and improving education and health facilities.

Secondly, Ms. Afia Salam (member of the National Climate Change Council)
discussed of the impending challenges for Pakistan caused by the floods in 2022
and sustainable solutions. Ms. Afia discussed the Disaster Risk Management
(DRM) and Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR) of floods in Pakistan. She focused
upon how Pakistan has multiple climate change threats which catalyzes in the
heavy monsoon rainfalls. She also proposed that the population should be
