While working and interacting with
the members of the department of
education, I came to know that each
one of them is blessed with talents
and skills and is also motivated to
use his/her talents and skills for the
betterment of the department. With
this trust that I have developed over
time, I would suggest implementing
the Department Improvement Plan

These routine activities are extremely
important because unless these are
managed well we may not be able to move
towards further improvements. Most of
these activities are managed quite well at
the department level.

Kaizen (K) involves activities that
ensure continuous improvement.
These activities include course
planning and revision, planning
new courses and aligning various
aspects of the courses with
program  learning  outcomes
(PLOs), this may also include
creatively planning practicum
that is planning preparation phase
and school experience phase.
Other areas to be counted may
include, adopting, adapting and
developing new methods and
techniques of teaching and
assessment, motivating students
and increasing student enrolment
in each course. These
improvements may demand self-
reflection, classroom observations
by  peers, coordinators or
chairperson. These may also
encourage sharing of learning
with  other  colleagues or
professional development of the
faculty.

Innovation D encompasses
knowledge creation and
dissemination. These activities may
include planning educational
conferences, research publication by
each faculty members, writing and
winning grant projects, signing MOUs
with universities and working on
joint ventures, creative ideas to work
on SDGs, planning and introducing
new programs such PhD (Education),
planning and implementing new
postgraduate and graduate degree,
certificate and diploma programs,
international  collaboration, joint
ventures with the local, national and
global communities and so on.

However, it was his wife, Mary-
Linda Armacost, who ignited the flame of this
initiative back in 2005. Inspired by her interaction
with their household assistant at the time, who
expressed a keen interest in enhancing her reading
and writing skills, Mary-Linda embarked on the
journey of establishing a female adult literacy
program.

Commencing in 2005 and extending through 2013,
the literacy program catered specifically to females
residing in the vicinity of FCCU, encompassing both
its staff members and individuals from the broader
community. A total of 126 students, with 30 adult
females among them, enrolled in this
transformative initiative. Studying the
fundamentals of language and mathematics, the
curriculum encompassed the nuances of Urdu
language, alongside foundational mathematical
concepts such as counting, tables, and basic
arithmetic rules.

The literacy program embarked on a hiatus in 2013,
only to recommence its noble mission in 2023 with
renewed vigor and purpose exclusively tailored for
females aged between 25 and 57, the revitalized
literacy program encompasses a diverse spectrum
of participants. Among them, four are employed
within FCCU, while another four reside on campus,
with one individual joining from outside the FCCU
community.

PROGRAM

The overarching objective of this program
extends far beyond mere literacy
acquisition; it serves as a gateway for
females to engage in enriching activities
such as Bible study, formal discourse, and
active involvement in the academic
journeys of their children and
grandchildren. Moreover, the program
cultivates essential communication skills,
enabling women to navigate formal
settings with confidence and poise.

Naveed ul Rehman, renowned for his
service at the US Consulate, now assumes
the role of instructor with unwavering
dedication. He leads initiatives to increase
the effect and reach of adult literacy
programs while promoting inclusivity and
equal access to education for everyone.
The school Light Of Hope under diligent
oversight of the Education Faculty is now
conducting the Literacy Program. With the
remarkable supervision of Dr Martin and
the dedication of the Coordinator Rimesha
Farooq, it has been made possible to
continue this exemplary program.
